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1.  Overview 

 

The new Planning Enquiry System is using ArcGIS technology replacing the old system 

which was based on the open source technology MapGuide. 

 

ArcGIS is used for working with maps and geographic information and is provided by the 

Environmental Systems Research Institute. It allows handling and analyzing geographic 

information by visualizing geographical statistics through layer building maps. 

 

ArcGIS creates maps that require categories organized as layers. Each layer is registered 

spatially so that when they are overlaid one on top of another, the program lines them up 

properly to create a data map. The base layer is almost always a geographical map, pulled out of 

a range of sources depending upon the visualization needed (satellite, road map, etc). It is a one-

stop solution to data management and analysis as filtered through map construction.

There are a number of different Widgets/Tools you can use to help navigate this map. 
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3. Using the Tools/Widgets 
 

3.1 Planning Search –     

 

This tool allows you to search for a Planning Application by the Applicants Name or 

by the Planning Application Number as shown in Figures A and B.  Once you see the 

application you are looking for click on it and the map will zoom to this location.

In Figure C you can see the map has moved to the location of the site and opened a window 

showing details of the Planning Application. For more detailed information click on the “More 

Info” link at the bottom of the Popup Window.

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3.2 Layer List –     

 

By clicking on this widget you open the list of layers available to you.  These layers are  

turned off by default. You turn the layer on by clicking on the box beside the layer and a tick 

will appear which means the layer will be visible on the map Figure D (NB:  Layers are set to 

come on at different zoom levels if the layer is grey out.  Zoom in closer or out on the map 

for it to become available).  You can see the symbol for each layer by click in the arrow beside 

the layer box as shown in Figure D. i.e. RPS symbol =

3.3 Basemap Gallery –    

 

This tool allows you to change the Background mapping with 3 options shown in figure E.  To 

change the background click on the map you want to see. 

a. Basemap_Discovery 

b. Basemap_Ortho 

c. Basemap Premium (This is the default background used)

3.4  Add Data -   
 

 

This option allows you to add additional layers to the “Layer List” as shown in 3.2 on page 6. 

The “Search” allows you to search for raster maps etc for a particular area as show in figure R.

3.5 Draw -    

 

The draw widget allows you to create basic temporary drawings using a range of options from 

freehand drawings, to inserting text etc as shown in figure T. The example in figure T was drawn 

using the freehand polygon option, colour set to yellow and the show area/perimeter option set.

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3.6 Measurement    

 
The measurement tool allows you to measure the size of an area using a mixture of 

measurements including hectares, square meters etc. Point to point distance can also be measured
